Rule Change Intent

This rule update is long overdue in the equitation division. This update will better define what is excessive use of the whip.It also fits in with what is going on
with the industry as to Horse Welfare issues.This will make it easier for exhibitors and officials to understand excessive whip use.
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EQ 104 Horse Welfare (see also GRE33)

1. The following acts are prohibited:

. Riding an exhausfed horse.

Lunging a visibly exhausted horse.

Excessive pressuring of a fired horse.

Riding or lunging an obviously lame horse.

Chasing a horse with a whip or other inappropriate use of the whip.

Appendages and attachments are prohibited, including but not limited to bags and flags.
Excessive andfor disruptive cracking of the whip.

Excessive use of a whip on any horse in a stall, aiske, schooling area, competition ring or
