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Rule Change Intent

The intent of the rule change is to allow farriers the same safety net that is allowed to veterinarians while performing similarly (or more) dangerous tasks. The 
farrier, horse, veterinarian and competitor all benefit when safety is the number one priority. This rule change will benefit farriers who risk injury to themselves 
when asked to replace shoes on dangerous horses or those who require sedation to be shod (ie a horse with shivers or another neuromuscular disorder) and 
are asked to do so within the detection time of the alpha 2 agonists xylazine and detomidine (24-72 hours).  The medication report must be filled out by a 
prescribing and supervising veterinarian who administered the sedation and standard withdrawal times adhered to.This means that there will be no 
competition occuring within 24 hours of the drug being administered, thus definitively no longer having a pharmacological effect. Additionally, the rule specifies 
that no horse may use more than 3 medication reports for this purpose per calendar year. 
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
