The EO 240-23 — EV120 was approved by the Board with the following sentence in the incorrect place (in EV120): "An Athlete who competes with prohibited
dress in the Cross-Country and Show Jumping phases may be Eliminated or issued a Yellow Warning Card, at the discretion of the Ground Jury. See EV120
for Dressage". The Evenitng Sport Committee and International Displines Council recommended approval with the amdended sentence added to EV
Subchapter 9 Dress. If left as approved, the penalty for unpermitted dress for Cross-Country and Show Jumping would be removed from the Dress section
and placed under rules for the dressage test, which would create confusion for athletes and Licensed Officials.

8. DRESS COMPLIANCE. Appointed personnel should inspect whips and spurs before any phase. The
appointed personnel may refuse permission for an Athlete to start the phase whose whip or spurs are
not permitted. The appointed personnel must immediately report the suspected violation to the Ground
Jury, or Technical Delegate if the Ground Jury is unavailable, for confirmation.
